ONE-YEAR CERTIFICATE ADJUNCT PROGRAMS

Akwachink Leadership School (3 Hours)

This program is operated by Living Hope Native Ministries in co-
operation with RBC. It is scheduled during the three weeks prior to
the fall semester and is based in the Red Lake, Ontario, area. The
first two weeks consist of a canoe expedition with teaching and
activities built around spiritual and character development themes.
During the third week, classes at Red Lake cover important as-
pects of native ministries such as demography, traditional native
religion, spiritual warfare, and current Native American issues.
This program requires a minimum of eight and accommodates a
maximum of twelve students.

ADJUNCT PROGRAMS

Institute of Pastoral Studies

The Institute of Pastoral Studies offers a balanced program of study
for church leaders and lay persons who are not able to attend the
regular terms. Students earn 4.5 credit hours per year by attending an
intensive one week of classes at RBC and completing assignments
on a correspondence basis. By following this sequence for three
years, 16.5 credit hours can be earned (4.5 per year plus three hours
of supervised ministry) to fulfill requirements for a certificate in the
Institute of Pastoral Studies. Students may begin the program at the
beginning of each academic year in the three-year cycle of courses.

International Collaboration

For more than two decades, Rosedale Bible College has assisted
annually with training schools in Kenya organized by Regions Beyond
Ministry and Christian Church International. Both of these organiza-
tions, with offices in Thika, near Nairobi, have sent students and guest
instructors to RBC, and have hosted RBC instructors during the 14-
day December term of their leadership training programs.
